
 

Help your child (anyone under 

18) prepare for a trip abroad  

Considerations : 

give children the telephone number, address 

and contact details of the person meeting 

them and advise them to go with no one else 

You should also make sure the person collect-

ing your child knows their flight details 

check that passports are valid for the travel-

ling period, and that visas have been ob-

tained for the countries they are travelling to 

or through make sure children have a photo-

copy of their passport, kept in a separate 

place from their actual passport 

ensure the parents’ contact details are written in the 

child’s passport 

give the child a copy of the travel arrange-

ments (including return flight details) 

ensure the child has the address of their near-

est embassy or consulate in case they need to   

contact someone urgently 

give the child some money to phone if they 

need to and make sure they have the full tele-

phone number 

 ensure younger children have toys and games 

in their hand luggage
